 Vision screening Is a recommended component of
routine preventive care for preschool-aged children

— ldentify amblyopia
— ldentify amblyogenic risk factors

« Unfortunately, the rate of preschool vision screening
IS low

— Inadequate training
— Difficult to test young children
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What can be done to improve preschool
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vision screening?

Simplify vision screening
Increase payment for vision screening
Take vision screening out of primary care

Engage practices in a learning collaborative to find
out what works and does not work to improve the
screening process

— More children screened using recommended tests
« Three-year-old children are challenging

— Higher rates of “untestable” than older children
« Tracking referrals remains challenging
